from the righteous, men of truth and fear of sin, just as you provided a
spouse for Adam, the first man, and for Avraham, Yitzchak, Yaakov,
and Moshe, a spouse for each one at the appropriate time. May that
man whom You will have me find as my spouse (when praying for
another, say: as his/her spouse) a good person, someone whose conduct
is beautiful, someone who performs good deeds, possessed of grace,
sensible and God-fearing, someone who strives to do charity and
kindness.
May he/she have no taint, blemish, or defect, nor should he/she have
an angry temperament. Rather, may he/she be humble and of lowly
spirit, healthy and strong. May the cruelty of people, enemies, and
their schemes and thoughts not impede my (when praying for another, say
instead: his/her) finding the spouse who has been readied for me (when
praying for another, say instead: for him or her).
May the statements of my mouth and meditations of my heart be
pleasing before You, Hashem, my Rock and my Redeemer.
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
